Operation Mode

This appliance can be configured to operate in ducted mode or re-circulation mode:

A. RE-CIRCULATION MODE

This appliance is pre-configured with re-circulation mode. In re-circulation mode,
fumes are filtered for grease and odour through the aluminium grease filters and
the charcoal filters respectively and re-introduced into the kitchen environment.
Both the aluminium grease filters and the charcoal filters must be installed.

Ducted hole must be
covered with stopper
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B. DUCTED MODE (VENTED MODE)
In ducted mode, cooking fumes are vented outdoors through suitable connection of
125mm diameter. In this mode, only the aluminium filters are installed.




To change the operation to ducted mode, please follow the following steps:
- Remove aluminium grease filters

- Locate the 2 setting screws

- Turn the setting screws clockwise until it is fully tightened. The
front ventilation will be covered by a plate.

- Unscrew the stopper located at the top of the cooker hood.

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- Install the outlet connector (125mm) (connector and flexible
hose not supplied).

- Remove the charcoal filters (not required for ducted mode).

STEP 1: Remove the aluminium filters and place them in a safe location to
avoid damage.
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Remove the filters

STEP 2: Fix the 2 screws on the wall (follow the required length as stated below).

Do not fully tighten the screws.

STEP 3: Hang the hood and then fully tighten the 2 screws in clockwise direction.

STEP 5: Remove the plastic packing for charcoal filters (for re-circulation mode).

STEP 6: Put back the aluminium filters.



Operation
The hood is equipped with 3 speed control.
Use the low speed for simmering, medium speed for light cooking. Use the high

speed for frying or heavy cooking.

Itis also equipped with a lamp to illuminate your cooking area when needed.

Cleaning & Maintenance

SURFACES: Wash with warm soapy water and a soft sponge. Never use
abrasive detergent, scouring pads, steel wool or solvents on any part of this

appliance as this will cause irreparable damage.

ALUMINIUM GREASE FILTERS: Wash in the dishwashers or soak the panels

in a degreasing agent for an hour, then rinse off.

CHARCOAL FILTERS (only for re-circulating mode): Charcoal filter cannot be
reused. They must be replaced once a year or depending on the frequency of the

appliance usage.

For this appliance to function effectively, regular maintenance is a must. Clogged

filters restrict airflow and may cause the motor to overheat.
